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Venue 

The conference will be held at the University of Aveiro (at Departamento de Engenharia Mecânica, building 22 of Campus map), in Aveiro (see Aveiro in Google maps). 
The closest airport is Francisco Sá Carneiro international airport in Porto, located some 80 km to the north of Aveiro. 

The journey from Porto airport can be made by train (from Porto city) or by car (from the airport).

By train from Porto
The train is the most practical means of making the journey to Aveiro. 
The trip between the airport and the railway station (called Porto-Campanhã), which has direct rail connections to Aveiro, can be made by Metro in 30 min. At the airport you have a metro line called "E line" or "purple line" that you can use to get to the railway station (metro stop: Campanhã) (see map). Metro trains depart from airport every 20 minutes. More information on subway prices and timetables are available at www.metrodoporto.pt. Taxi is an alternative. It costs around 25€ and takes around the same 30 min.  

The train journey can be made using the suburban trains taking around 50 min and costing around 2€. There are (at least) one train every hour from 5.00AM to 1.00AM (next day) (see timetable). More information on train prices and timetables are available at www.cp.pt. The train journey from Porto-Campanhã to Aveiro can also be done using the "Alfa" and "Intercidades" trains in around 40 min. It costs betwen 9€ and 13€. There are (at least) one train every hour from 6.00AM to 8.30PM. 

Aveiro railway station is located in the centre of the city about 15 min walking distance or 5 min taxi ride from the conference venue.

By car from Porto Airport
At the airport there are various car hire agencies. Follow the signs for the A1 motorway in the direction of Lisbon (there is a toll charge of around 3€, and can be paid in cash or with a credit/debit card). Leave the A1 at the exit for Aveiro and take the A25.

Conference schedule
Conferences are planned to start at 9:00 and finish at 18:00 in both days. It is advisable to arrive to Aveiro on Wednesday (15th).
Accommodation 

Participants will be accommodated in three 3 and 4 star hotels, located in the centre of the town.
